HATE SPEECH is any abusive comment or pictorial representation that, when taken in context, tends to 
or is likely to expose an individual or group or class of individuals to hatred or contempt on the basis of 
race, national or ethnic origin, colour, religion, sex, sexual orientation, age, or mental or physical disability.

HARASSMENT & VIOLENCE are defined as workplace hazards in Alberta’s OHS Act. Workplace 
harassment is objectionable or unwelcome conduct, comment, bullying or action intended to intimidate, 
offend, degrade or humiliate a particular person or group. Violence is the threatened, attempted or actual 
conduct of a person that causes or is likely to cause physical or psychological injury or harm. 
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
